from the 1950’s to the 1980’s.

Cost:
The cost to record, produce, closed 
caption, and broadcast both “Main 
Street Living” and “This is the Life” 
episodes varies between markets, 
but averages $1,100 per station, 
each week.

What is
Main Street Living?

Main Street Living is a televised 
worship service produced in 
conjunction with Lutheran Church 
- Missouri Synod (LCMS) churches
and pastors. Local LCMS pastors
attend recording days about every
two months to record a liturgy and
sermon.  These services are then
edited to include regional choirs and
aired on local television stations.
Six unique regional services are
produced and aired each week.
